Randy Andrews, adjacent property owner to the Snider Road water tower, was present to request 
the Board to approve payment for reimbursement of expenses associated with the water damage 
he receive to his property on September 2, 2003. 
 
Mr. Andrews stated that his property had never flooded prior to the placement of rip rap by the 
contractor constructing the water tower adjacent to his property. 
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Jack Flaherty, Mr. Andrews’ insurance agent, stated that the Andrews been his customers for 23 
years and had never had a water damage claim, even during the 9 inch rain during 1991.  He then 
stated that their insurance would not cover the damages. 
 
Commissioner Kilburn stated his desire to pay the claim and have Warren County go back on the 
contractor for reimbursement. 
 
Upon further discussion, the Board directed the Water and Sewer Department to process 
payment of the voucher.
